2.4.1.2.e.  When the project is not spilling (other than for adult attraction), PH2 operation is limited, PH1 is the priority powerhouse and the ITS is the primary downstream fish passage route, BON will coordinate maintaining a minimum forebay elevation of 72.5’ msl.  This is to maintain the efficiency and effectiveness of the ITS for safely passing fish.
Justification for Change: As noted during 2013 WS lamprey flume work, forebay elevations below 72’ msl resulted in an ITS gate opening less than 2.5’.  With PH2 almost completely offline and DSM2 dewatered for the work, the ITS was the primary downstream passage facility during a time of year when juveniles would still be migrating through the system.  Regional reps requested minimum forebay elevations be inserted into the FPP when situation such as the lamprey flume work occur so the ITS will maintain at least 2.5’ opening to safely pass fish.

Comments:  2/13/14 FPOM: clarified that this will occur only when the project is not spilling.  BPA and the Corps need to determine if the forebay operating range can be shifted higher to maintain a 5-ft range.  
Record of Final Action:  4/10/14 FPOM: issue will be dealt with in generally in the FPP (i.e., reminder to coordinate minimum forebay when PH1 will be only downstream passage route during fish passage season) and more specifically when coordinating special ops.  Fredricks wants to have something in the FPP so next time this issue arises, the ITS and min forebay won’t be forgotten.  Change form withdrawn for now and will be resubmitted for 2015 FPP.
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
