HR 4.3.1. Turbine Unit Maintenance.
Proposed Changes:  
4.3.1. Unwatering turbine units should be accomplished in accordance with project dewatering plans.  If the turbine unit scroll case and/or draft tube is to be dewatered, operate unit with full load for a minimum of 15 minutes prior to installing tail logs or lowering head gates.  If not possible to load, run unit at speed-no-load for minimum of 15 minutes.  This is to reduce the number of fish in the scrollcase prior to installing stop logs.  If a turbine unit is out of service for maintenance for an extended period of time without tailrace stoplogs in place, efforts should be made to not open the wicket gates if the scroll case must be dewatered at a later date without the unit being spun beforehand.
Justification for Change:
Operating the unit prior to setting stop logs or raising head gates is beneficial in “flushing” fish from the unit.
Comments from others: 
1/17/14 NOAA Memo: 14IHR002 - Unit Dewatering. No objections.
1/22/14 FPOM: John Bailey pointed out that the wording is incorrect and should be “lowering head gates” instead of “raising”.  He will confirm this with the project prior to making that edit.
