Proposed Changes (in track changes to existing section):
j. Lamprey Passage Season June 15–September 30 (modifications with removal of the stationary section of segmental gate).
1. Implement following nighttime segmental gate operations from 2100–0400 hours:

i. Lower the SFE 1 entrance weir to the lowest elevation (244 fmsl).
ii. Lower the NFE 2 & 3 entrance weir to the lowest elevation (252 fmsl).
2. Daytime operations from 0400–2100 hours:
i. Extend telescoping segmental gates SFE 1 and NFE 2 & 3 depth: 8’ or greater below tailwater.
ii. Maintain tailwater and channel differential of 1.0–2.0’. 

Justification for Change:
Due to configuration of the bottom sills, the SFE 1 entrance weir can only go down to 244 feet (not 243) and the NFE 2 & 3 entrance weirs can only go down to 252 feet (not 243) at their crests.  Field measurements of the NFE weirs and their elevation on sill verified the latest as-built engineering drawings which indicate an elevation on sill of 252 fmsl.
The prototype lamprey entrance structure will be installed at SFE 2 in February 2014.  As a result, adult lamprey will have a deep slot to pass through and the SFE 2 weirs will not be able to be lowered down to sill at night.
Comments from others:
07/11/13 FPOM: Approved, though FPOM was amazed as-builts could be off by 10’.  Fredricks asked if ERDC model was built correctly.  Fone will double-check.  Revised 11/25/13 with verification that elevation on sill is 252.
